*  Aphysical exam is not required UNLESS the camper is under the care of a
physician for a medical concern.

*  The emergency contact person is the person who is called should the parents be
un-reachable. Therefore, the emergency contact person should not be the primary
parent or guardian.

Onsite Programs: Send the registration with a $60 deposit made to Shetek Lutheran Ministries.

The deposit is applied to the whole fee. Pre-registration is required and the deposit is non-

refundable if cancellation is less than 30 days prior to the event. Balance is due two weeks

before camp.

Offsite Programs: Send the registration with your non-refundable $100 deposit. An additional

payment of $100 is due April 1st, with your remaining balance due June 1st.

Prior to your arrival at Camp - a confirmation letter will be sent to you which will include: a

list of what to bring, directions, a behavior policy and a health form. Do not send in the

behavior policy or health form, it will be collected upon your arrival.
